4 seed beads 'up’(on knotting thread)

2 seed beads 'up’ & 2 ‘down’

'UP’ beads come from the knotting thread (the ball or the left hand shuttle, or the
loop on your left hand); 'DOWN" beads are ALWAYS - ALWAYS from the core
thread (shuttle or tail in your right hand.
